ARAFURA GAMES NORTHERN TERRITORY TEAMS 2011

 – MEN AND WOMEN

Nominations are now being called from bowlers from Darwin and Alice Springs who wish to compete in the Northern Territory Arafura Games Team, either 
Male (12) and Female (12).  The Men’s and Women’s Rachuig Teams for 2010 have automatic entry into this event due to their scratch averages and the remainder will be taken from nominations.  If there are several nominations with similar scratch averages then there will be a roll off for the final 6 positions.  If there are not enough male or female bowlers with a 170 league or tournament average (female) or a 180 league or tournament average (male) then the NTTBA reserve the right to field only 9 person teams.  Remember this is a scratch international event.  A nomination fee of $25 is required even from the automatic placegetters.
The Arafura Games Tenpin event will be from 6th May until Sunday 13th May 2011 to include Arafura Classic Singles.

Bowlers wishing to nominate must complete the following criteria

· Bowlers must be a TBA registered member and compete in an accredited league

· Bowlers must have attained at least 180 average for Men and 170 average for women in a 2009/10 completed league season or tournament in Darwin or Alice Springs
· Bowlers must attend training as requested in the lead up to the Arafura Games

· Bowlers will be required to purchase both competition and walk out shirt at their own expense or part of cost depending on sponsorship or fundraising

· Bowlers must take part in march out as the NT team at the Opening Ceremony

· Bowlers must complete a minimum of 4 hours of “Arafura Games Tenpin Workforce” in the bowling centre or acting as a driver for the Tenpin Event, OR if you cannot complete this 4 hours you must find another person to complete your commitment OR contribute $50 to the Arafura Games Program Fundraising.

· Whilst your first 3 games in each event – singles doubles and trios will be provided, additional attempts in these events will be at your own cost. It will be $30 per additional event and Masters Final will be $200.
